Skin Compatibility Tests

STOKO® DURAPRO® has been proven to have very 
good skin compatibility properties in human-ex-
perimental tests and in practical use. (Research and 
Development Department, Stockhausen GmbH & 
Co. KG, Krefeld, Germany, and Certificate by the De-
partment of Dermatology, Clinic Krefeld, Germany, 
March 2001)

In the scarified Duhring Chamber Test, modelled on 
Frosch and Kligman and Kresken, et al. and under far 
more drastic test conditions than in the usual epidermal 
or “patch” test, STOKO® DURAPRO® proved to have very 
good skin compatibility in a direct comparison with 
standard Vaseline DAB (German Pharmacopoeia).
